This elastic pressure beam is capable of compen-
sating for tolerances in the workpiece thickness
of 2 mm and more, on a single workpiece and
also between workpieces.
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The magnetic CSD® pressure beam system
eliminates the soiling of the pressure beam
elements that can otherwise occur with pneu-
matically operated systems. The CSD® magnetic
pressure beam is installed on all Heesemann
cross sanding and longitudinal sanding units as a
standard feature.
